Day 2 - Monday 
Reading:   I Kings 9 
Questions:  

• What conditional promise does God make to Solomon in I Kings 9? (both parts)   

• What has God commanded regarding the Canaanites listed in 9:20? What did Solomon do 
with them?  

• What did Solomon build in addition to his house, the Temple and the various cities? (9:26)  
Prayer for:   Growth in love and compassion toward our neighbors 
 
Day 3 - Tuesday 
Reading:  I Kings 10 
Questions:  

• Why did the Queen of Sheba “bless the LORD” in 10:9? How do we “bless the Lord?”  

• What was the source of Solomon’s impressive wisdom?  



• How did the other nations respond to Solomon’s wisdom?  
Prayer for:  Personal renewal of body & spirit 
 
Day 4  - Wednesday  
Reading:   I Kings 11  
Questions:  

• What was the causer of Solomon “turning from the Lord?”  What had God already promised 
(in previous chapters) if he did this?  

• Why did God delay in taking the kingdom from Solomon?  

• List the adversaries that God allowed to oppose Solomon.  
Prayer for: To be faithful managers of our time, talents, and treasure 
 
Day 5  - Thursday 
Reading:  I Kings 12 
Questions:  

• What different counsel did King Rehoboam receive regarding his rule in Israel?  From whom?  

• What happened in Israel because of King Rehoboam’s harsh treatment of the people?  

• What did Jeroboam do to keep Israel from going to Jerusalem to worship?  
Prayer for:     Physical health & strength for ourselves, family & friends 
 
Day 6  -  Friday 
Reading:   I Kings 13 
Questions:  

• Why did the man of God confront Jeroboam?  What did God do to protect him?  

• What lesson do we learn regarding obeying God rather than man from I Kings 13?  

• What does the end of ch. 13 tell us about jeroboam’s reign as king?  
Prayer for:    Spiritual revival of the community and nation 
 
Day 7 - Saturday 
Reading:   I Kings 14  
Questions:  

• What scheme did Jeroboam devise regarding his sick son, Abijah?   

• What message did God give to Ahijah for Jeroboam’s wife to deliver to the king?  

• Describe the spiritual condition of thew land of Judah. 
Prayer for:     Effectiveness of Bethel’s ministries
